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The overriding goal of this workshop series is to stimulate interest in STEM by increasing the number of activity and inquiry-based learning experiences children receive during primary education. To reach that goal, these workshops provide elementary teachers with authentic STEM experiences that enable them to increase and improve STEM experiences in their classrooms while allowing them the ability to earn higher education credit. Since the workshop’s inception in 2015, it has grown from one workshop option to three, has adapted to changes in science curricula, and has seen a diverse set of participants. This presentation will cover the history of the series, the lessons that have been learned, and what the future holds for the series.
